Tooth decay is the most common chronic childhood illness, and over 50 percent of low-income children in Minnesota do not receive dental care.  That’s why Smiles Across Minnesota (SAM), Children’s Dental Services (CDS) and the St Paul Public Schools are working together to  provide dental care on-site in the St Paul Public Schools. CDS is a non-profit dental provider dedicated to providing care to children from birth to age twenty-one and pregnant women.  

Children’s Dental Services (CDS) will be providing a full range of restorative and preventive care, as well as oral health education to all school children within the St Paul Public Schools. CDS has 91 years of expertise serving low-income children and those with special needs.  Upon completion of the attached consent, children are provided a dental exam, a full range of preventive care, including cleaning, sealants (transparent coat that protects teeth from decay), fluoride, fillings, crowns and extractions. 

CDS accepts all forms of public and private insurance. No child is denied treatment due to an inability to pay. In the event that the child does not have insurance, CDS assists families in applying for medical assistance. CDS also offers a sliding scale discount program. Please contact CDS if you would like assistance in applying for medical assistance or the sliding scale program.

CDS waa hayad madax banaana si ay ugu fidiyaan gargaar cafimaad oo ilkaha ah, ciyaalka ilaa iyo labatan iyo kowjir iyo dumarka uurkaleh.

Children’s Dental Services (CDS) waxay qabanayaan shaqabuuxda oo ilaka buuxin ah iyo kahortag iyo cilmi barid kusaabsan caafimaadka ilkaha. Waxay uqabanayaan dhamaan ardayda St Cloud Area Public School District. CDS waxay haysataa 91 sano oo khibrad lashaqay ilmaha dhaqaalohoodu hoseeyo iyo kuwa gargaarka dheraadka ah ubaahan. Hadii labuuxiyo arjiga ogolaanshaha ee waraaq daan kulifaaqan waxaa ilmaha looqabanayaa, kahortag buuxa.
