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Course Description: This course fulfills the MPS graduation requirement for Ethnic Studies. Ethnic studies courses combine elements of many subject areas to deeply examine race and ethnicity, and how they have impacted us historically and still do today. 
 
Required Materials: Notebook, Pencils/Pens, School-Issued Chromebook

Attendance: Students are expected to come to class on time daily.  Attendance is closely related to
achievement and should be a student’s highest priority.  It is the student’s responsibility to obtain
information that was presented if they missed class due to an absence.

Unit 1: Identity
· How does my racial identity intersect with other aspects of my identity and impact my experience in the world?
· What strength can I draw from my own cultural wealth?
Unit 2: Unpacking Race
· How have race and ethnicity been constructed and attached to white people, people of color, and indigenous people--and how has this construction evolved over time?
· How did settler colonialism, slavery, and migration create the racial dynamics in the US today?
Unit 3: Resistance & Resilience
· How have resistance, resilience, and solidarity been a part of the US experience?
· How have groups come together across identity categories in their struggle for liberation?
Unit 4: Transformation & Liberation
· What does justice look like in our community and our nation?
· How does race and ethnicity continue to shape the United States and contemporary issues?
